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Grid blocks: Each 50x50m grid block is defined by a grid
stake at each corner and is named after the stake in its

NW corner. On this map each grid block is divided into a
NW, NE, SE and SW 25x25m “quarter grid block.” The
grid stakes are at permanently surveyed points. The

other three corners of each % grid block may be marked
with temporary stakes that were located by measuring

from the surveyed points.
